FR GREG WRITES: "I Have Come Not to Abolish, but to Fulfil” On this Sixth Sunday of 

Ordinary Time, Jesus speaks to us in the Gospel with words that are both challenging and life-

giving. He tells us that he has come not to abolish the Law, but to fulfil it. In Matthew’s Gospel, 

Jesus calls us beyond a faith of mere rule-keeping to one that is rooted in the heart. He invites 

us to look honestly at our intentions, our relationships, and our choices, and to allow God’s 

grace to transform us from within. 

These words prepare us well for the beginning of Lent, which starts this week on Ash 

Wednesday. Lent is a sacred season of renewal, a time to return to the Lord with sincerity 

through prayer, fasting, and acts of charity. Ash Wednesday is a day of fasting and 

abstinence, reminding us of our dependence on God and our desire to turn away from sin 

and live the Gospel more fully.
