FR GREG WRITES: As we begin the ninth week in Ordinary Time we celebrate today the Solemnity of 

The most Holy Trinity. 

In this Sunday’s Gospel, we hear some of the most loved and profound words in Scripture: “God so 

loved the world that he gave his only Son…” In the mystery of the Holy Trinity, we encounter a God who 

is not distant, but who is love itself – Father, Son and Holy Spirit, united in perfect communion and 

reaching out to us in mercy and salvation. Jesus reminds us that God did not send His Son to condemn 

the world, but to save it. We are invited to place our trust in that love and to live as people transformed 

by it, reflecting God’s compassion, forgiveness and faithfulness in our homes, communities and parish 

family. 

The Holy Father’s prayer intention for June is for the values of sport: That sports be an instrument of 

peace, encounter, and dialogue among cultures and nations, and that they promote values such as 

respect, solidarity, and personal growth. We pray that sport may always bring people together, 

especially young people, fostering friendship, teamwork and mutual understanding across communities 

and nations.
